Well, what a journey 2025 was. A list change of 21 
players over the summer, a limited pre-season and a 
trip to Tassie in early March. Through a lot of challenges 
to a changing group with a new coach, we played 40 
players in the League team and had 13 debutants.

We were tested early with a long list of injuries and 
some team cohesion, losing our first five games and 
breaking through with a win in Round 6 against South 
Adelaide at Noarlunga.

The middle part of the season was patchy, losing some 
close games whilst also having some strong wins and 
showing the brand of footy we could play.

We finished the season winning 10 of our last 16, 
including five victories in a row on the way to a 
Preliminary Final, which we narrowly lost to Glenelg. 

The five consecutive wins was a pleasant change, 
following the 0-5 start, and then 10 weeks of a 
frustrating win-loss-win-loss pattern. After Round 16 we 
had a 5-10 record, and needed to win the final three 
matches against West Adelaide, North Adelaide and 
Port Adelaide in order to make finals. 

In Round 17 we defeated West Adelaide by one point, 
and then strung back to back wins together for the 
first time of the season with a 13-point win over North 
Adelaide to set up a winner goes through match 
against Port in the final game.

Trailing by 35 points in the second term, we found a 
way to fight back and take the lead just before the final 
break and seal a 10-point win (and a finals spot) in the 
dying stages.   

The footy that we played throughout the finals gave the 
group and club a lot of belief around what we can look 
like at our best. We defeated Centrals in the Elimination 
Final, and then Adelaide by 34 points in the Semi Final 
to set up a Prelim date with Glenelg.

During the 2025 season, Norwood was proud to see 
two of our talented SANFLW players progress into the 
AFLW system. Coby Morgan, a midfielder/medium 
forward developed through our program, earned 
selection by Port Adelaide as an Injury Replacement 
Player during the AFLW season. Her opportunity 
at AFLW level was a testament to her strong work 
ethic and rapid development in SANFLW football.  
Additionally, Charli Hazelhurst was selected with pick 
No.35 in the 2025 AFLW National Draft by the Fremantle 
Dockers. Charli’s versatility, intercept marking and 
athleticism, showcased both in SANFLW competition 
and at the AFLW U18 Championships, highlighted her 
capacity to compete at the next level and earned her a 
spot on an AFLW list.

During the 2025 season, Brad Ferrall made the difficult 
decision to step down as Norwood’s SANFLW Head 
Coach after Round 8 during his second season in 
the role to focus on his health and amid increasing 
professional commitments. Brad’s leadership guided 
the Redlegs to a Grand Final appearance in 2024 and 
he remained a positive influence on the playing group 
throughout 2025, continuing to support the program 
in other coaching capacities even after stepping down 
as head coach. Ali Ferrall, a highly valued former player 
and club captain, stepped into the interim coaching 
role for the remainder of the season, providing strong 
leadership and stability.  We sincerely thank both Brad 
and Ali for their deep connection and contributions to 
our program and club.

The final rounds of the season showcased the resilience 
of the group, particularly in matches where Norwood 
continued to fight until the final siren and displayed the 
competitive spirit expected of the red and blue.

U18 GIRLS, PATHWAYS & LOOKING AHEAD

A key focus for the 2025 season was the continued 
alignment between our youth, development and 
senior programs. The transition of players into SANFLW 
football highlighted the importance of clear pathways 
and strong relationships with community clubs.

The commitment of players, coaches and support 
staff to both on-field performance and off-field 
development remains a major strength of the Norwood 
women’s program.

The 2025 season was the final year of the SANFLW 
Development League, which has served as an 

important reserves-grade competition since its 
introduction in 2022. At the conclusion of the 2025 
season, the Development League was officially 
discontinued across SANFLW clubs in favour of an U18 
Girls Competition for the 2026 season. 

In recognition of the need for a more structured 
and nationally aligned underage competition, the 
SANFL announced the introduction of the U18 Girls 
competition. This new competition features seven 
home-and-away rounds followed by a finals series, 
designed to provide a more sustainable pathway for 
emerging young female talent within SANFL club 
environments. 

The establishment of the U18 Girls competition 
reflects a significant advancement in the SANFL’s 
female football talent system. It ensures emerging 
players receive age-appropriate competition and a 
clear progression into SANFLW and higher levels of 
football. Furthermore, a number of Norwood players — 
including those who featured in the 2025 SA U18 Girls 
Academy Squad — are positioned to benefit from this 
pathway, with opportunities for elite development and 
future senior representation.

U18 BOYS COACH - ALEX NEWELL

The 2025 U18 campaign was a roller coaster of success 
and challenges both collectively and individually.  Our 
Pre-season was held at a new location, St Ignatius 
College which provided a fresh feeling amongst the 
players and staff. The year got off to a flying start with 
two great wins followed by some close competitive 
losses which showcased some future talent for the 
football club. We had five players who were a part of 
the SA U18 State Program in Noah Daw, Sam Ainsworth, 
Balyn O'Brien, Jim Kelly and Fergus Myall. As a collective 
the season produced some tremendous close fought 
three-point wins against two of the finalist sides but 
the real shining light of 2025 was the 10 players from 
the U18 program playing senior Reserves football 
throughout the year and one League debutant in Balyn 
O'Brien. Due to the college system and players playing 
up in the Senior squad, the U18s side fielded 74 players 
across the course of 2025. This was a challenge for 
obvious reasons but provided an opportunity to those 
who may not get them otherwise. The year was a total 
success in regards to the preparation and exposure of 
the future of the football club at senior level. 

U16 TALENT MANAGER - CRAIG ROBERTS

In 2025, the U16 squad had their strongest and 
most successful year since the full length 17-round 
competition was introduced back in 2022. Although 
finishing one game out of the finals with a win-loss 
record of 8-9, we still had plenty of positives, as we

Our U16 and U18 squads face many challenges 
throughout a season, with our club’s biggest 
challenge being the Adelaide School College Football 
season. Our squad gets hit hard with players having 
to prioritise playing for their school over their SANFL 
club. Norwood’s U16s used over 70 players across 
17 matches in season 2025; this included 14 players 
from our regional Eyre Peninsula zone, and 12 from 
Norwood’s U15 side. 

Peter Turner stepped into the role of U16 coach in 
2025 and did a great job considering the constant 
changes to the team. We managed to win eight 
games in 2025, and were fortunate to have five players 
selected in the SA U16 SANFL team which played in 
the national championships. I want to thank Peter for 
his time, as he departs to take on a role with North 
Adelaide’s female football program. Ahead of the 2026 
season, Norwood welcomes Connor Mclean into the 
role of U16 coach. As a 2022 SANFL Premiership player 
with Norwood, we are excited that Connor has taken 
on the job, walking straight out of the club’s senior 
program into a Junior coaching role. Connor comes 
with a very experienced background in the SANFL, 
having played as a Junior player and going on to play 
79 SANFL matches with Central District and Norwood, 
retiring in 2025. 

U15 BOYS METRO & COUNTRY CHAMPIONSHIPS

In season 2025, we had two sides represent the 
Norwood Football Club in the July school holidays 
as part of the State U15 Championships. Both teams 
showed a competitive nature and competed hard over 
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the three-day carnival. The metro side was coached 
by Michael Niedzwiecki and the country team by 
Michael Curtis. These Championships gave us a great 
opportunity to see where our players will be in six 
months time when many of them will represent 
Norwood at U16 SANFL level. This year we were able 
to see our Metro team play our Country team as part 
of the Championships with the Country coming out 
on top. The players had the opportunity to hear from 
Norwood junior and current Geelong AFL player Jay 
Polkinghorne who flew in for the day to support the 
Country team, having grown up on the club’s Regional 
Zone of the Eyre Peninsula. He spoke about the 
importance of our programs and what the Norwood 
junior program did for him to make a fast transition 
into AFL life. In season 2025, two players from our 
region were chosen to play in the SA U15 Schoolboy 
championships that were played in Queensland, Brock 
Langeluddecke and Tyler Hitch.

U14 BOYS SANFL SEASON

2025 was the second iteration of the seven-game U14 
season. Clubs with Country regions in close proximity 
picked a squad of 30 and used their best sides over 
this program. We unfortunately could only pick a 
Metro side due to the further travel from the Eyre 
Peninsula. Through the help of the North Adelaide 
Football Club, we were able to play our regional game 
against their Country team in Port Pirie, where we 
selected a full squad made up of players from the EP. 
This was a huge success as 60 players were able to 
pull on the Norwood guernsey. With the support of 
the U14 families the squad travelled to Cleve on the 
EP where our Country team hosted our Metro team. 
The Metro team was successful in 2025. This game 
was an important stepping stone in further building 
relationships as players start their journey through the 
Norwood junior program.

U13 BOYS DEVELOPMENT SQUADS

Norwood’s U13 Development Squad was coached by 
Norwood senior player Jayden Gale. The squad started 
with 65 players and was eventually cut down to 35. 
From there the players attended one training session 
per week and played two matches. This is the first step 
in selection for the 2025 U14 season, it provided us 
more opportunity to focus on the fundamentals of the 
players. 

THE IWS CUP

In 2025 we welcomed 22 indigenous students from 
the Ceduna region on the Eyre Peninsula, who spent 
the weekend in Adelaide. The trip included a training 
session with some senior Norwood players, appearing 

in the Norwood Christmas pageant, a visit to Prince 
Alfred College and finished with an education session 
and tour of the Port Adelaide Football Club.

SANFL WHEELCHAIR LEAGUE - JOHN MUSOLINO

This year was a season of growth and resilience. 
Week after week, the players showed commitment 
and a strong team spirit. We had our share of tough 
games and setbacks, but we also had moments of 
real brilliance — wins that lifted the whole team, and 
performances that showed how far we’ve come.

FINANCE REPORT

On behalf of the Board and management, I present the 
Norwood Football Club Incorporated and controlled 
entities financial report for the year ending 31 October 
2025.

FINANCIAL RESULTS

The 2025 financial year result to be reported by the club 
is a net surplus of $456,658.

Despite generating a surplus of $456,658 after 
necessary adjustments, the result was in deficit. Rising 
costs continued, despite best efforts to re-negotiate 
and contain where we could. We found that the 
discretionary spend, whether it be by the general 
supporter or corporations was decreasing. We felt we 
didn’t move swiftly with potential new revenue and 
some costs continued to be incurred, stopping them 
later than we should have.  We know there is significant 
upside to the football club and we intend to maximise 
this in 2026.

THE NORWOOD FOOTBALL CLUB INCORPORATED

Attendances at Coopers Stadium were not where we 
wanted them.  Our strategies were not executed well 
enough.  Some of the usual well attended games were 
not as expected and we will adjust moving forward. 
The game day experience is critical, and we need 
people to attend, enjoy the entertainment and allow 
us to increase the income.  We continue to investigate 
ways to improve the facilities and some significant 
investment is taking place in January.  Membership 
levels were disappointing with a small decrease from 
2024, finishing at 2511 members and a complete 
revamp of our membership categories, costs, and 
packages has been completed.  We expect to see 
improvement from this.  Membership is critical to our 
club, and our aim to grow this to in excess of 3000 is 
achievable in 2026. Sponsorship was sound, but below 
expectation. We believe there is a strong possibility 
of a significant increase moving forwards with some 
reorganisation of what we offer, and taking good care 
of those that support us.  The new LED screen on The 
Parade took longer to be active than expected and this 
has now started to reach the significant levels it can.

We have moved fully to New Balance as our 
merchandise partner, and, along with some other 
changes with how we manage this, we expect to see 
a terrific range on items, reasonable margin and an 
increase in sales.  We are extremely positive on what we 
can achieve off field in 2026.  

THE REDLEGS CLUB INCORPORATED

The performance of our Gaming Venue The Nor East 
was good in 2025 with just a slight increase in gaming 
revenue.  We completed a major gaming room 
renovation late in June 2025.  This had an immediate 
impact to gaming revenue and will hold the venue in 
good stead for many years. Food and beverage were 
steady with previous years; however we did work on 
improving our margin and succeeded.  We continued 
to update the gaming machines, and we now have 
40 ticket in, ticket out machines.  As stated in previous 
years the Nor East committee is full of experienced 
operators helping the club to provide a terrific facility.  
The Nor East is important to the football operations and 
provides critical funds to all junior and senior football 
teams.

Function Income from the Wolf Blass Community 
Centre (“WBCC”) was up 5% from business lunches, 
general functions and events.  Beer booth and kiosk 
sales were slightly down by 1%.  We improved our 
Gather Round income, it is a big event and our aim 
is to learn each year and make it better the next.  We 
have achieved this.  We need to continue to provide 
our members and supporters with the products and 
services they require, thereby enjoying their visit to 
Coopers Stadium. The improvements in 2026 will be 
great for supporters.

The Net result of the Trusts was a surplus of $412,772, 
a slight decrease to 2024.  Rent levels to our tenants 
increased by 3% however interest expense increased 
as a result of the loan incurred for the gaming room 
renovation. 

Our tenants are under sound leases with industry 
standard increases.  This is a low-risk steady return for 
our football club.  

The surplus is due to the rent collected on the Nor 
East and rent from the tenants at 581 North East Road, 
less interest on commercial bills, sundry property 
maintenance, rates and taxes and other minor sundry 
items.  The surplus is distributed to the Norwood 
Football Club.

SUMMARY

We firmly believe that we can improve on the result 
of 2025.  We have identified the areas that require 
change, many of these changes have already been 
implemented.

The 2025 season at the Norwood Football Club was 
a year defined by connection — to our partners, our 
members, our community, and to the deep roots that 
bind the Redlegs to the heart of the SANFL.

GATHER ROUND

The third installment of Gather Round proved to be the 
biggest and best version of the AFL’s showcase round 
yet. 

Reigning premiers, the Brisbane Lions returned to 
Coopers Stadium to face the Western Bulldogs in a 
twilight game on the Saturday with GWS taking on St 
Kilda the following day. The back-to-back scheduling 
(with both games nearing a capacity crowd of 10,000) 
presented a number of challenges behind the scenes 
to be ready for our second game but the operational 
team did an incredible job of turning the ground 
around overnight and delivering beyond the standards 
expected.

Applying the lessons learned from past two years and 
leveraging our resources available we were able to 
increase our catering options both around the ground, 
and in our corporate areas and official VIP functions, 
enabling us to grow our revenues above last year’s 
numbers by approximately 30% with an increased profit 
margin. When combining this with a range of positive 
feedback from general public,  industry sources and 
the Premier himself it is clear that Gather Round has 
become intrinsically linked to the suburb of Norwood 
and Norwood Oval, the benefits of which we will enjoy 
for some time to come through our revenues and 
upgraded infrastructure amongst other benefits.

be providing another set of unique challenges and 
opportunities that we are very much looking forward 
to taking on and maximising the return on. In 2026, 
Norwood’s Coopers Stadium will welcome Sydney, 
West Coast and Geelong for the first time, as well as 
the return of Gold Coast, who has taken to The Parade 
in the inaugural 2023 Gather Round. With the Swans, 
Eagles and Cats in particular holding huge membership 
and supporter bases, the 2026 matches sold out 
instantly.

AFLW

The Adelaide Crows once again spent the back half of 
their Home and Away season calling The Parade home 
as they held three minor round games at Norwood, 
including a Showdown and a Fathers Day clash, as well 
as a finals-shaping last game of the regular season.
